The factory is fully equipped with the latest production
equipment including C.N.C. controlled point to point Borers,
Beam Saws and Nesting machine. Its layout was designed to
handle large volumes of production, and we can increase output
quickly by operating a second shift.

Workspace’s capacity to meet your requirements is further
demonstrated by the ability to provide virtually any design and
finish specified. Workspace maintains its own veneer & laminate
pressing facility within the factory. This ensures consistent
quality and price efficiency of veneered & laminate product,
reflecting the relatively high proportion of custom made furniture
produced.
